treated with care and respect. Text books are to be returned at the end of the HS school year in good
condition. There will be a $5 fee for any book that is lost or misplaced.

Boys are encouraged to bring and wear a Kipah & Tzitzit for all classes. If you do not have one, Hebrew
School will provide one for you.

ATTENDANCE & PUNCTUALITY

Consistent and timely attendance is vital! Consistent attendance is key to a successful year in Hebrew

School and crucial in accomplishing the goals of our educational program. There is a direct correlation
between a student’s attendance, and his/her interest, achievement and attitude. For the benefit of your
child and all students, it is imperative that your child arrives on time and remains in school until the end
of the session. Your support of our attendance policy is greatly appreciated.

If for any reason your child must leave early, please send a note with an explanation and the time you will
pick up your child. This note must be given to your child's teacher. Please pick up your child from his/her
classroom.

DISMISSAL

Each class will have the
opportunity to discuss and decide where to allocate the money they collect throughout the year.

SNACKS

Kosher and nutritious snacks are provided; we therefore request that you do not send in any additional
snacks or drinks. If your child is allergic to any food or beverages, please be sure that it is written on
his/her registration form.

HOMEWORK

Your child will be coming home from school with weekly homework for review. In order to gain the most
from our once a week Hebrew School, students are strongly encouraged to practice their Hebrew reading
and to go over at home what they have learned in class.
